School Fires

About three-quarters of the structure fires occurri ng
in educational properties involve schools providing
pre-school through high-school education.

Almost one -quarter (22%) of the structure fires in
educational properties were intentionally set. The
top three areas of origin for intentionally set

structure fires in these properties were 1) lavator  ies,
locker room or coat rooms, 2) hallways or corridors
and 3) classrooms or other small assembly areas.

In educational property structure fires considered
large enough to activate the system, the average
loss per fire was cut 68% when sprinklers were
present.
